ILP serves teens placed from other
counties as well as Butte County teens. Former foster youth aged 16 to 21, who were in placement at 16 or older,
can call Butte County ILP for support in the areas of employment, housing, connecting with community resources and
more. We have a toll free number, 1-888-893-4011, for calls from outside of the Chico area. *Contact ILP to
determine eligibility.
